The Focus

The focus of this Seminar is 19th century renaissance. The 19th renaissance movement was not aimed at the revival of the pre – British Indian society but the renewal of Indian society. Hence the deliberations will talk about the journey of Indian Mind through Ages. Metaphysical thinking was always and will be always a strong element of Indian thinking mind. Thus, spirituality had been the basis of Indian culture from time immemorial. 
The three pillars of Indian Renaissance movement were:

1. Swami Dayanand Saraswati who was responsible for the revival of the Indian educational system by bringing together pupil from different strata of the society under one umbrella, that is, classroom. He founded the Arya Samaj and the purpose of the samaj was to move the Hindu religion away from the fictitious beliefs. 'Krinvanto Vishvam Aryam" was the motto of the samaj, which means, "Make this world noble." 
2. Swami Vivekananda was the disciple of Sri Ramakrishna Paramhansha and established the Ramakrishna Mission to put his Master’s teachings into practice. He dedicated his life for spread of education for the poor masses and women. He was one of the greatest architects of modern India and the most prominent among the spiritual ambassadors ever sent by India to foreign countries. According to him religion formed the 'centre', the keynote of the whole music of the national life of India and he was one of the who shook India out of her slumber and reawakened her soul.
3. Sri Aurobindo was one of the most creative and significant figures in the history of the Indian renaissance and Indian nationalism. He was an Indian nationalist, freedom fighter, philosopher, yogi, guru, and poet. His conversion from political action to spirituality occurred gradually.
